Suggestions for Victoria Redistribution

Harding - Eleanor Hardinge (1934-1996), leading advocate of Aboriginal, Torres Strait Islander,
and women’s rights. Torres Strait Islander women who spent most of her life in Melbourne.
Cohn - Ola Cohn (1892-1964), leading woman sculptor who was committed to increasing
accessibility of the art form. From Bendigo.
